Information Management support across the country.

CONTEXT OF INFORMATION MANAGEMENT IN NIGERIA

Humanitarian Information Management (IM) in Nigeria plays a key role in coordinating assistance across the BAY (Borno,
Adamawa and Yobe) states in the Northeast and increasingly affected states of the Northwest. It helps humanitarian
actors understand needs, track interventions and make evidence-based decisions in fast-changing environments. The
current humanitarian reset, characterised by funding shortfalls and reduced IM capacity, has increased risks of

fragmented data, limited data sharing among actors, and coordination mechanisms that are still emerging, particularly in
the Northwest.

In response, 3iS leverages its expertise to support humanitarian coordination through capacity-building, and mapping
support. Funded by the European Union (ECHO) and led by IFRC, 3iS provides targeted IM capacity-building support to
NEMA, NRCS (HQ), and their state branches (SEMA/NRCS) in Sokoto, Kebbi, Kogi and Bayelsa states, strengthening their
ability to manage and use data effectively for disaster preparedness and response.
